On Wednesday 30 July a state of emergency was declared in B — - =
Marlborough as emergency services battled to cope with the worst =
storm the province had seen in a very long time. Strong winds and

torrential rairfall caused rivers to rise to dangerous levels with o
widespread flooding everywhere closing roads and even inundating 7
homes. 8"

Despite the weather planes kept flying until the runway was finally
closed at 3pm due to contamination from excess water. It wasifate
that the runway storm drains had been recently cleared. The drains
not fare so well however and pumps were brought in to help get rid of | i 4
the excess. A back up generator was alsoled up just in case, but
was fortunately not needed.

The following day assessment of the damage and action required bege
Apart from the drains the airport appeared to have suffered little. A fe
big trees had come down around Base Woodbourne, thggagound
caused the closure of the grass runways and a nearby creek had take
out part of the perimeter fence but it was business as usual.
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Until the following Tuesday when a runway inspection
revealed what was thought to be a bird on the runway as
bits of tarmac breaking away.
